Scrapbook Guidelines
Judging: Entries will be judged and awards for first, second and third place will be given for each degree and council.  Jacksonville Chapters and Council are not eligible for competition, but books will be on display at Convention. Completed judging sheets will be placed in your scrapbook. All judges will be members of Beta Sigma Phi. The decision of the judges will be final.
Theme:
To be eligible for competition, all books must incorporate the 2010/2011 International Theme and follow the convention guidelines.

Period to be covered: Time period must include May 1, 2010 through April 30, 2011 and should be organized by month or category.

Size: Maximum size is 16” x 16” x 8” deep including cover. Only normal book covers appropriately decorated will be accepted. International scrapbooks are acceptable. Magnetic photo albums, which meet the size requirements, will be accepted, but are not recommended. Size will be measured.

Identification: All books must include the name, address, and phone number of the chairman firmly affixed to the inside of the cover. All information must be typed or printed.

Expense: Expenses shall not exceed $250. All materials and items used in putting the scrapbook together must be given a monetary value, including donated items. See suggested expense sheet. The expense sheet must be signed and dated by the scrapbook chairman and affixed as the last page of the book.

Deadline: Books must be postmarked or hand delivered no later than May 5, 2011. Any books postmarked or delivered after this date will be returned C.O.D., unopened. 

Pick-up: All books must be picked up on Saturday, May 14, 2011 by 5:30 p.m. Any books not picked up will be shipped C.O.D. at a later date.
